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Initial Policy Change

* Expand definition of a Distant (D) NOTAM
— Adopt ICAQO definition for aerodrome movement area
* Includes taxiways, ramps, aprons, lighting
* All D NOTAMs will be prefaced with a keyword

e Label unverified reports of hazards

— Information that meets NOTAM criteria but is unverified will be
tagged with (U) and disseminated as D NOTAM

» Applicable only where letters of agreement exist

e Label other information that doesn’t meet ICAO
criteria

— Other information that may impact aircraft operations will be
tagged with (O) and disseminated as D NOTAM
