Keyword Test Plan

» Purpose

— Send test NOTAMs with new keywords to all NOTAM users
— Users assess impacts of keywords

* Scope
— Determine:
« Are the test NOTAM Ds with keywords received correctly
¢ Can the user systems handle the keywords

« Can user systems receive & process keyword test NOTAM
without manual intervention

— Not a volume test
