Frequently Asked Questions (FAQ)
1. Why does the file not include the gml:identifier?

There is no gml:identifier provided in the source data for the features contained within the Navigation Aid Subscriber File.

2. What coordinates system is used for the srsName?

There is no SRS information provided in the source data for this attribute. “NAD83” is used to populate this attribute in the XML subscriber file.
3. Why are many elements coded with the “xs:nil” attribute?

These are elements where there is a corresponding source element, but the value is currently ‘null’. If the contents from the source subscriber file are empty, the contents for the corresponding element in the generated xml file will be empty or nil. Since AIXM does not have a provision to convey changes within a BASELINE, it is not advisable to attempt to interpret any value (or lack there of) as a change. This should be interpreted as merely the state of the feature’s information. 
4. What are the formatted representations of latitude and longitude in the AIXM Navigation Aid Subscriber File and the Text Navigation Aid Subscriber File?
The AIXM file uses decimal degrees format to represent latitude and longitudes. The Text Navigation Aid file format publishes this data in two formats: (1) decimal seconds plus hemisphere and (2) formatted degrees-minutes-seconds||hemisphere. 
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
