03-022 (October 9, 2003).  Definition of Enroute Charting Changes.  ISSUE:  There have been instances where it is obvious that there seems to be confusion between the NFPO, NFDC, NACO on what constitutes “enroute” charting changes as they relate to procedures submitted as “Proposed”’ under Orders 8260.19 and 8260.26.  
STATUS: 10/09/03 – Bill Hammett introduced this issue for discussion.  During background research for the re-write of Order 8260.26, he had noticed instances where .26 messages were being sent on procedures that required fix changes on enroute charts.  There was also controversy over whether a procedure could be “Proposed” if an enroute charted fix was associated with the procedure, even though the fix was not moved.  There is a demonstrated lack of understanding on this issue within AVN-100 and, during discussion, all agree that publishing explicit guidelines in Order 8260.26 would provide clarification.  Ray Nussear agreed to provide Bill a list of guidelines of what constitutes “enroute chart changes”.  Bill will include these guidelines in the draft order for coordination.  OPEN.    
STATUS: 01/14/04 – Bill Hammett briefed that a concise definition of what constitutes en route charting changes was included in draft Order 8260.26D.  The definition, which follows below in italics, was included as a note under paragraph 7a(4).

“NOTE: En route chart changes are those changes that require modification of an IFR 

En route Chart, graphic DP, STAR, or the Digital Aeronautical Chart Supplement (DACS); e.g., adding a new fix, changing the location of a currently charted fix, adding DP or STAR charting, etc.  Amending a form 8260-2 that does not affect the aforementioned chart and digital products; e.g., adding a currently charted en route fix to an instrument approach procedure chart is not considered an en route chart change and is acceptable under this order.”
The group deemed the definition acceptable. The issue will remain open pending publication of Order 8260.26D.  OPEN.

STATUS: 04-07-04 – No change in status - awaiting publication of Order 8260.26D.  See issue 03-021 above.  OPEN.

STATUS: 07-07-04 – No change in status – still awaiting publication of Order 8260.26D.  See issue 03-021 above.  OPEN.
STATUS: 09-29-04 – Bill Hammett briefed that Order 8260.26D was signed on August 9, 2004 and an effective date of October 1 has been agreed upon by AVN-100.  This formalizes the definition of “en route” charting changes agreed to by the AISWG.  CLOSED.
