04-029 (September 29, 2004).  Requirement to Add “Type A or B” to RNAV Procedure Charts.  ISSUE.  Draft Advisory Circular, AC USRNAV is nearing completion.  The AC creates Type A & B RNAV procedures and Flight Standards would like to identify all RNAV procedures with the appropriate type on the procedure chart.  The target date for implementation is the January 20, 2005 AIRAC date and AFS-410 is requesting AISWG input on meeting the goal.  Possible considerations for discussion are: 1) will the “A or B” type be required on all RNAV procedures (SIAPs, SIDs and STARs); 2) will IACC specifications be impacted; 3) will AVN-100 procedure amendments be required or will a 3rd docket methodology be considered; 4) what is the total number of charts affected; 5) what number of procedure revisions can NFPO, NFDC, and NACO handle per cycle.

STATUS: 09-29-04 – Vincent Chirasello briefed that AC 90-USRNAV is currently undergoing review by AGC and is targeted for publication in January to be effective on January 20th.  The change will revise aircraft suffixes; therefore, the existing SID and STAR charted equipment requirement notes will be invalid.  The addition of “Type A” or “Type B” to the charts will resolve the problem.  There was much discussion on how to process changes to the existing notes on procedures and whether or not NACO could accommodate the chart changes on the targeted date.  The plan is for AVN-100 to provide a list of affected procedures to AFS-410 who will make a determination of whether the procedure is Type A or Type B.  Once completed, AVN-100 will provide the information to NFDC for NFDD action and NACO charting.  Brad Rush recommends the changes be processed as an editorial change with pen-and-ink changes to the forms.  NFDC may publish as a NFDD add-on page.  The following responses are provided to the questions raised during discussion - see above:


1.
The Type A/Type B annotation will be applicable to RNAV SIDs and STARs only.

2. IACC specifications will not be impacted if a note is used.  Specifications will be impacted if large bold type is desired in the plan view.

3. A docket will not be necessary, as SIAPs are not affected.  Pen-and-ink changes will be made to the forms and promulgated via NFDD add-on page(s).

4. Brad Rush briefed there are 125 SIDs and 20 STARs currently charted; however, the total number of charts is unknown as some SIDs are charted for multiple airports.

5. The number of chart changes NACO can handle per cycle is unknown at this time.

Editor’s Note: Further coordination between AFS-410 and ATO-R indicates that the target date for this initiative has been moved to September 1, 2005.  OPEN.

STATUS: 01-12-05 - Vincent Chirasello and Mark Steinbicker briefed that AC 90-USRNAV has been signed.  The September 1 AIRAC date has been selected as the target date for publishing “Type A” or “Type B” and updating the equipment requirement notes on RNAV DPs.  The NFDC cutoff date for the Sep 1 chart date is June 23.  These changes will be published as a special NFDD add-on page.   The following action items resulted from the discussion:

1. AFS-410 and the NFPO: Review current procedures and develop the Type A/Type B list.

2. AFS-410 and AFS-420: Develop the standardized note language.

3. NACO (Deb Copeland): Develop the RD for the TPP Legend change.  (Note: the MPOC next meets on February 17th.)

4. AFS-410 and AFS-420: Review the draft 8260.46 C to ensure no additional changes are necessary.

5. AFS-410: Develop AIM language NLT Feb 17th for publication on Aug 4th.

6. AFS-410: Brief the next Aeronautical Charting Forum (ACF) on the change.

OPEN.

STATUS 04-06-05 – Mark Steinbicker provided the following updates on the six action items from the last meeting:

1. AFS-410 and the NFPO: Review current procedures and develop the Type A/Type B list.  The list has been completed.  Brad Rush noted that they plan on providing NACO a copy of the chart annotating what notes to delete and also provide a separate a list of what notes to add.  Valerie Watson stated that while this may seem efficient for the NFPO, it would not work so well for NFDC and NACO.  She recommended a single source document for the NFDD stating what to delete and what to add to each chart.  This would provide a single source document for each chart to be changed.  Brad agreed to accept this methodology.  Bill Hammett recommended that NACO use this opportunity to update graphic ODP charts to include “(OBSTACLE)” in the procedure title. 

2. AFS-410 and AFS-420: Develop the standardized note language. Mark Steinbicker noted that the type “A” or “B” guidelines are established in AC90-100.  Tom Schneider initiated a discussion on whether or not to include a RNP value.  Mark replied that this would be specified in a separate note.  Tom noted that there might also be a requirement to note the engagement altitude.  Brad noted that some procedures would still require a “GPS Required” note.  Mark stated this would all be resolved within the next two weeks.

3. NACO (Deb Copeland): Develop the RD for the TPP Legend change.  Deb Copeland noted that RD 586 for the TPP legend change is still in work.  There are still questions as to what must be on the chart and what can be in the legend.  The MPOC next meets on April 25th.  Ron Cantor asked if the work could be spread over several cycles.  Mark replied no; the charts must all be changed on September 1st to agree with the AIM.  Ron recommended that they input as many changes as possible early so that NACO can have as much lead-time as possible.

4. AFS-410 and AFS-420: Review the draft 8260.46 C to ensure no additional changes are necessary.  Tom Schneider briefed that Order 8260.46C is in work; however, progress has been delayed due to the need to finalize the information that will be placed on the Form 8260-15B and the procedure chart.  

5. AFS-410: Develop AIM language NLT Feb 17th for publication on Aug 4th.  Mark Steinbicker briefed that the AIM change has been submitted for publication on August.  Tom Schneider asked if AFS-410 was going to publish a NTAP article.  Mark responded that it is under discussion. 

6. AFS-410: Brief the next Aeronautical Charting Forum (ACF) on the change.  Mark Steinbicker stated that a briefing would be made to the ACF Charting Group.   OPEN.

STATUS 07-07-05 – Mark Steinbicker and Tom Schneider provided the following updates on the six action items from the January meeting:

1.  AFS-410 and the NFPO: Review current procedures and develop the Type A/Type B list.  Update (OBSTACLE) in procedure titles where necessary.  The Type A/B list and associated notes have been completed and the information was promulgated to charting agents via NFDD. However, Brad Rush briefed that one or two corrections had to be made to the list.  Ron Cantor advised that NACO had the list and corrections and all work will be complete for Sept 1 charting. Brad praised the work he and AVN accomplished in developing the list and standardizing the notes to achieve this goal.  Had the AFS-410 representative not assisted, Brad may well have broken his arm patting himself on the back.   Action Complete.

2.
AFS-410 and AFS-420: Develop the standardized note language.  The notes have been standardized and submitted for publication.  Brad Rush briefed that AVN Quality Assurance will make every effort to ensure new procedures in work are updated to the new standard.  Tom Schneider briefed that Order 8260.46C, which is currently in the signatory process, has been updated to reflect this change for Form 8260-15B.  It was noted that a memorandum should be sent to the ATO RNAV Division to ensure corrected guidance is provided for STARs.  Mark Steinbicker took this IOU for AFS-410.  Open.

3.
NACO (Deb Copeland): Develop RD #586 for the TPP Legend change.  Deb Copeland briefed that the RD has been completed and a Chart Notice will be prepared.  Open.

4.
AFS-410 and AFS-420: Review the draft 8260.46 C to ensure no additional changes are necessary.  Tom Schneider briefed that all revisions have been completed.  The Order is currently at AFS-400 for signature and should enter the formal coordination phase later this month.  Action complete.
5.
AFS-410: AIM language completed & submitted.  Report status of NTAP article.  Mark Steinbicker briefed the AIM language has been developed and submitted for publication.  It was decided not to pursue a NTAP article.  Open.

6.
AFS-410: Brief the next Aeronautical Charting Forum (ACF) on the change.  Mark Steinbicker provided the briefing completed at ACF Meeting 05-01 on May 9-12.  Action Complete.

STATUS 10-05-05 – The following updates on the three action items left over from the last meeting were provided: 

1.  AFS-410:  Prepare memo to ATO/RNAV Division to ensure standardized notes are included in the STAR Order.  Tom Schneider briefed that all work has been completed for DPs.  The STAR Order (7100.9) is still in work.  OPR for this update is ATO-R RNAV/RNP Group.  OPEN.                  

2. NACO (Deb Copeland): Develop RD #586 for the TPP Legend change. Deb Copeland briefed that the RD has been coordinated and signed by IACC on Sept 1.  Action Complete.                 

3. AFS-410: Report status of AIM change.  Mark Steinbicker briefed that the AIM was updated in August.  Mark further briefed that a NTAP article was also published. Action Complete.             

STATUS 01-11-06 - Bill Hammett briefed that there is only one remaining open action item - “To ensure standardized notes are used for STARs.”  The revision to Order 7100.9 is in work with the AJR RNAV/RNP Group as OPR for the revision.  Bill recommended that since the primary intent of the recommendation (to identify RNAV SIDs and STARs as Type “A” or “B”) has been addressed, the issue be closed.  Since Order 7100.9 will be updated in the normal course of business, further tracking through the AISWG is unnecessary.  The group agreed.  ITEM CLOSED.
