06-043 (January 11, 2006).  Use of FDC NOTAMs for Digital Aeronautical Chart Supplement (DACS) Discrepancies.  ISSUE:  It has come to the attention of AFS-420 that there are an increasing number of FDC NOTAMs issued to correct DACS discrepancies, but no corresponding NOTAMs to correct government charts.  This leads to the conclusion that the paper products are correct; yet the digital data is incorrect.  This raises the question of whether the DACS cutoff should be after the cutoff for the paper products.  Additionally, FDC NOTAMs are “primarily” intended for regulatory items; therefore, it also raises the question of whether this is the correct medium for advising customers of DACS discrepancies.  There were over 20 NOTAMs in each NTAP for October and November; however none for the Dec 22 issue.
STATUS 01-11-06 - New issue presented by Bill Hammett.  Valerie Watson asked why the DACS could not be run after the paper charts were finalized.  The NACG response was that the DACS must be released early.  Whereas it is sometimes possible to make late (after cutoff) changes to paper products, the DACS could not accommodate late changes.  Pending development of a new series NOTAM for digital data, the FDC process is the only venue available to broadcast changes.  CLOSED.
