06-045 (January 11, 2006).  Military VGSI and TCH Information in the AFD.  ISSUE: The DOD IFR Supplement and the military information in the FAA AFD do not include VGSI angles and TCH information for military locations as is published for civil locations.
STATUS 01-11-06 - New issue introduced by Jim Seabright.  Jim stated that the military has made a decision to publish VGSI information for military airfields.  Coordination must be affected on how to obtain and promulgate the information, both day-forward and day-back.  All agree that the military FIL can be used as the source for future information.  NFDC can promulgate the information from the FIL via NFDD.  The problem is obtaining current information.  Mike Foster stated that he believes that all Army information is contained in the AIRNAV database used by flight inspection.   Harry Hodges questioned the need for the information.  John Shorter stated that the decision has not been finalized to publish the data.  It is still an open issue before the DOD FCC.  It was agreed to keep the item open on the agenda pending a FCC decision.  Bill Hammett recommended that if a decision was made to go ahead, that the DOD gather all pertinent information to include type system, glideslope angle, and TCH.  OPEN.
STATUS 04-05-06 - Lt Col Monique Yates briefed the FCC decided not to provide the information to the FAA, requesting that FAA use AVNIS as the source.  Brad Rush replied that he was unsure if all DOD VGSI data is in AVNIS.  Mike Foster stated that he has received a request for all Army VGSI data from flight inspection for input.  He assumed that the other services received similar requests.  Lt Col Yates will take the issue back to the FCC.  OPEN.
STATUS 07-26-06 - Brad Rush briefed that military VGSI information is currently being loaded in AVNIS.  Where information is not known, the NFPG is asking the military services for it.  Valerie Watson asked whether the information was being forwarded to NFDC for inclusion in the AFD.  Brad replied that he would check and ensure the information was forwarded.  A second discussion arose concerning other airfield data which led to a new issue being opened for tracking purposes - See New Business 06‑048.  CLOSED. 

Editor’s Note:  After the meeting, Brad Rush provided the following addition from the Flight Inspection Group.  “When a commissioning flight inspection report comes in, it is sent, with all the data (type, angle, TCH, etc.) that was commissioned, to NFDC and they publish it in the NFDD. This ensures that AIRNAV and NASR match.  NFDC likes the fact that it's flight check validated and official.  This process has been working well for the last couple months and now NFDC contacts flight inspection when they get word of a new VGSI that isn't in AIRNAV to ensure awareness.  NFDC awaits flight inspection reporting prior to publishing anything.”
