07-054 (April 4, 2007) Report Format for 8260-15 Departure Forms.  ISSUE:  The NFPO is developing a report format for 8260-15 departure forms.  The AISWG is an excellent forum for review by concerned agencies to determine whether the report format of forms 8260-15A, 8260-15B and 8260-15C is an acceptable substitute for the current photocopy forms.
STATUS 04-04-07 - New issue introduced by Bill Johnson.  Bill briefed that using the report format provides better interface with IFP.  No data elements will be changed.  Tom Schneider stated that the forms looked good from initial review.  He requested that Jim Seabright and Valerie Watson serve as focal points for comments from their respective offices.  Bill Hammett noted that Order 8260.46 is currently under revision and if anyone has any recommended changes to forward them to him with an info copy to Tom Schneider.  OPEN 

STATUS 07-11-07:  Bill Johnson briefed that no comments were received on the sample 8260-15s; therefore they are pressing on with developing the report format.  They need to ensure there are no union issues prior to implementation.  Tom Schneider agreed to send Bill a copy of the draft 8260.46D appendices for consideration when developing the forms.  Wayne Fetty stated that DOD would like to participate in any FAA forms revision.  OPEN.

STATUS 10-03-07:  Bill Johnson has provided both Word and Excel formats of the 8260-15 forms; however, DOD was not involved in the development.  It was agreed to continue to use the current forms until FAA and DOD can all change simultaneously.  Tom Schneider briefed that a revision to Order 8260.46 is in progress and the new forms will be included.  He is also planning a DP obstacle data form similar to the 8260-9 used for approaches.  Both Jim Spencer and Mike Foster requested copies of the new forms.  Bill also noted that IPDS will support both DOD and FAA - DOD input is needed.  OPEN.

STATUS 01-09-08:  Tom Schneider briefed that Bill Johnson was unable to attend.  Tom stated that he has updated copies of all 8260-15 series forms for inclusion in Order 8260.46D.  Jim Spencer asked whether the forms are final.  Tom responded yes; however there were very minor changes.  The forms were simply revised to allow a report (free flow) format.  Tom added that the major revision to the 8260-15A will be a requirement to document DVAs where established.  This is in response to numerous industry comments through the ACF.  Bill Hammett noted that this will require an IACC specification change.  AFS-420 will prepare the Requirements Document (RD) when DVA charting requirements are coordinated.  Bill asked whether USAF and Navy were documenting DVAs.  Both forces are; however the DVA information is not charted, rather, it is returned to the ATC facility.  OPEN.

STATUS 04-09-08:  Tom Schneider briefed that the report format 8260-15 series forms were complete and included in draft Order 8260.46D, which should be out for formal coordination within the next month or so.  On a related issue, AFS-420 has developed a requirements document (RD) for charting DVA information.  The RD has been submitted to the MPOC, is under consideration, and will be tracked through ACF agenda item 07-01-269.  All agree the issue can be closed.  CLOSED.
