07-059 (October 3, 2007)  Standard Instrument Approach Procedure (SIAP) Changes.  ISSUE:  As a result of previous AISWG discussion (Issue 05-041), Order 8260.19C, paragraph 858e was amended via an AFS-400 policy memorandum dated May 31, 2006.  The revised policy has been included in Order 8260.19D, which has been signed and has an effective date of November 26, 2007.  However, it has been determined that avionics databases are not always updated when paper charts are changed.  This causes a disconnect when flying coded procedures.  For example, if the missed approach holding fix identification is changed from the ABC VOR to XYZ VOR, the avionics system will be looking to fly to a non-existent facility.  This would render the procedure unusable.

STATUS 10-03-07:  New issue introduced by Marv White.  Reports of database contradictions have resulted when IAP charts are updated via NFDD per the AFS-420 memorandum of May 31, 2006 vice full amendment.  According to NFPO, the paper charts are updated; however, databases are only updated when procedures are formally amended.  A review of the policy memorandum by the NFPO indicates that two items need to be deleted from the list of changes that may be made with the NFDD as source: 1) changing the names and identifiers of facilities, and 2) deletion of marker beacons when they are used to identify a FAF, stepdown fix, or MAP.  Bill Hammett stated that AFS-420 would revise the policy memorandum; however, it must be kept in mind that NFPO will have to be more responsive to making IAP amendments in a timely manner.  The failure of NFPO to amend procedures was the reason for the policy memo.  The goal was to get a corrected chart published as soon as NAS changes occur; however, avionics databases were not considered at the time the memo was written.  Tom Schneider agreed to coordinate a draft of the revised memo through NFPO and NACO prior to forwarding for signature.  Jim Seabright stated that NACO would continue to follow the current policy until rescinded.  OPEN.  

STATUS 01-09-08:  Bill Hammett briefed that there has been several meetings/telcons on this issue including legal input from FAA/AGC-220.  Agreements have been made and all that is left to do is draft a policy change for Order 8260.19D.  Since the issue is totally internal FAA, Bill recommended that it be closed from further AISWG discussion and worked internally.  The group agreed.  CLOSED.
