08-069 (September 30, 2008) Standard Naming Convention for Aircraft Landing Gear Configurations.  ISSUE:  FAA Order 5300.7, which was effective on October 6, 2005 revised and standardized the naming convention for aircraft landing gear configurations.  However, Airports Division is still reporting weight bearing capabilities using the terms under the old system.  These outdated terms are then carried over to NASR by NFDC and subsequently published by NACO.  It is recommended that Airports, NFDC, and NACO comply with the updated terminology.

Status 09-30-08:  New issue presented by Val Watson questioning whether the FAA is going to transition to the aircraft landing gear new naming convention and if so, when.  Rodney Joel, who represented AAS via telcon, stated that the data is the same but the nomenclature has changed; however, NFDC is not using it in NASR and therefore NACO cannot use it in the AFD.  Jim Spencer briefed that the DoD has evolved and is using the new naming convention in their Flight Information Handbook (FIH).  Tom Schneider stated that if the FAA Order has changed, then the AFD needs to be revised to follow policy.  Greg Pray advised that NASR only has 4 fields for this data and the new Order requires up to 6 fields.  Currently, additional fields are carried as “remarks”.  Rodney added that the current naming convention will eventually go away when Order 5300.7, which was issued in October 2005, is fully implemented.  It should also be noted that the Pavement Design AC is under revision.  Rodney recommended the best near-term solution would be to name change the fields in NASR and continue to add remarks where necessary.  Val stated that the AFD will change when NASR changes.  She also recommended the DoD conversion table in the FIH be included in the AFD.  IOUs:  1) Val Watson to coordinate publishing the DoD conversation table in the AFD; and 2) Greg Pray to pursue Rodney’s recommendation to name change the fields in NASR.  OPEN.

Status 01-06-09:  Val Watson briefed that the DOD conversion table will be included in the FAA AFD on the March 12 chart date.  Greg Pray briefed that the 2009 budget will include monies for contractual updating of NASR and revising the fields will be included.  Val then recommended that the landing gear configuration data be eliminated from publication in favor of the Pavement Classification Number (PCN) value.  She added the NASR database is capable of storing PCN values and IACC specs are in place for publishing PCN values; therefore, why waste money revising NASR to accommodate naming conventions  that will not be in effect very long, as the use of PCN is anticipated to be required in the near future.  EC Hunnicutt briefed that the AC for calculating PCN was completed in 2006.  IOUs: Greg and EC agreed to jointly work this issue off line and develop a strategy plan prior to the next meeting.  OPEN
Editorial Note:  After the meeting, EC Hunnicutt provided the following additional comments to help clarify the issue:  The PCN data fields have been re-activated in NASR for several years and some airports are starting to report these values; however, the process is going very slow.  The near-term solution is to change the field names to match the Order nomenclature; e.g., SW=S, DW=D, DT=2D, and DDTW=2D/2D2.  Eventually, as the PCN field is populated, the Gross Weight fields will no longer be needed.
Status 03-31-09:  Greg Pray, who was unable to attend, provided the following input for the meeting: NASR currently reflects the following categories for Gross Weights: “SW, DW, DTW, and DDTW”.  NFDC has requested Northrop Grumman to modify the labels to "S, D, 2D, and 2D/2D2”.  This task is expected to be resolved before the end of March 2009.  EC Hunnicutt confirmed the field designations for NASR.  Lance Christian stated that there are many more designations in the Order.  EC replied that the plan is to correct the 4 currently used fields and not expand NASR as the designations will go away when only PCN values are published.  IOUs:  Michael Oudemans will provide the NASR effective date for the change.  Val Watson will develop the RD for an IACC spec change when NASR is updated.  OPEN.

Status 07-07-09:  Valerie Watson briefed that the RD to add the page from the DOD IFR Supplement to the AFD is in staffing.  The MPOC will meet after the AISWG and she agreed to provide an update for the minutes.  Greg Pray briefed that the NASR update was supposed to have been accomplished in July; however, the update has been slipped to October.  IOUs:  Val Watson to provide a progress report on the IACC Spec change and Greg Pray to monitor progress on the NASR update.  OPEN
Editor’s Note:  Valerie Watson provided the following update from the 07-07-09 MPOC meeting: “Editorial Correction (EC) 09-06 was signed by the MPOC on July 7th.  This EC adds the conversion table currently in the DoD Flight Information Handbook to the Alaska Supplement front matter.  The table has already been added to the AFD.  Since IACC does not apply to the AFD, we were able to add the table a couple of cycles ago.  This EC allows users to make the gear conversions from the old standard, which is all we have in the AFD and all that is in NASR, to the new naming conventions.  When NASR converts these attributes enabling us to publish the new gear configuration terms (T to D and DT to 2D), there will have to be another EC.  We're not done, but have done all we can until NASR catches up.”
Status 10-06-09:  Valerie Watson briefed that the Requirements Document (RD) has been signed to add the conversion table to the Alaska Supplement.  NASR has not been re-formatted yet; therefore, NACO charts will continue to reflect what has been NFDD’d.  Tom Schneider requested that Val coordinate with Bryant Welch, AFS-410 to determine whether a graphic notice is required for the NTAP and to make sure that Jeppesen is aware of the changes.  Bill Hammett suggested that when the new designations are NFDD’d, an explanation page should be added to the NFDD.  Jim Spencer asked whether the new designations were in the AIM.  Val responded that the AC is 2-3 years old; everyone should be aware of the correct standard.  IOUs:  Greg Pray to monitor progress on the NASR update.  OPEN
Editorial Note:  After the meeting, Tom Schneider received the following Email from Greg Pray, who was not able to attend the meeting:  “The NASR update for the Landing Gear Configurations was accomplished this past weekend.  I plan to return to work next week.  I will address any IOUs that may have come about in my absence at that time.  Thanks for your help.”
Status 01-05-10:  As stated in the note above, Greg Pray briefed that the NASR configuration has been complete.  Valerie Watson briefed that an EC to publish the new configurations was staffed through the MPOC and approved.  Implementation will be in April.  All agree the issue may be closed.  CLOSED.
