09-074 (March 31, 2009) FAA Processing of USN Form 8260-2s.  ISSUE:  Since December, 2008 more than 25% of the NFDDs promulgating USN fixes contained errors/contradictions compared to what the USN submitted to NFPO.  The NFDD is the source for updates to data contained in both NGA and commercial databases.  Erroneous data requires considerable coordination to verify and correct, which in turn, is wasting countless staffing time.  Additionally, there are currently more than 200 Navy fixes that have been submitted and are still somewhere in the coordination chain waiting processing.  Some submittals/revisions are over a year old.  Tracking this has become impossible.

Status 03-31-09:  New issue presented by Jim Spencer.  Jim expressed concern that Navy fix data is being changed erroneously between the submission to NFPO and publication in the NFDD by NFDC.  Brad Rush agreed to look into the issue and requested specific examples.  IOUs:  Jim Spencer to provide Brad examples by named fix.  Brad Rush to research where the system is breaking down.  OPEN.

Status 07-07-09:  Jim Spencer briefed that since the last meeting, agreements have been reached where NAVFIG will submit their fix data directly to NFDC.  This change is based on a 5-19-09 email from Brad Rush, which is quoted as follows: “There currently is no requirement in FAA Order 8260.19 for the Navy to process your 8260-2 data through this office.  You may process your fix data direct to NFDC.  One day, when we can all resolve the internet issues you have, we can provide access to IFP-Fix, and you can process your -2's in IFP-Fix, the same as the USAF and we do.  You may terminate sending your 8260-2's to our office for processing.” Jim added that he and Brad will jointly develop a change for Order 8260.19 and forward it to Tom for inclusion in Change 3.  Jim stated the issue may be closed and the group concurred.  IOU:  Jim Spencer and Brad Rush to jointly develop and forward recommended Order 8260.19 policy for Navy fixes.  CLOSED.
